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Each year, we take the journey with 
the young faithful woman Mary and 
her fiancé Joseph to Bethlehem. We 
meet again the shepherds in the fields 
and witness their dramatic encounter 
with the angels. Again, there is no 
room at the inn, so the baby boy is 
born in the stable with the animals. 
Finally, wise men from the East 
eventually arrive to pay homage to the 

baby, offering their symbolic gifts of 
gold, frankincense and myrrh.

No matter how familiar this story 
is to us, we must never allow this to 
detract from our appreciation of its 
significance. The baby born in the 
stable is none other than the promised 
Emmanuel – “God with us”. Through 
this child, God shares our human 

nature, so that we may share in God’s 
divine glory. There is a cosmic altering 
event taking place through this familiar 
story and we should never lose sight 
of the wonder of it all, but joyfully 
worship Christ the newborn king.  
God be with you – Merry Christmas!
